TRIAD ASSOCIATES: Lou Savka reported that the contractor has completed the force main
and there is a pre-construction meeting on December 18" at 8:00 a.m. with Crosby.

SALARY ORINANCE: Motion by Martz seconded by Cooper to approve Salary Ordinance
No0.13-2007 establishing salary for Town Manager Bruce Long adding forty-five cents an hour to
his salary due to completing nine years of service. Those voting aye: Bonham, Jaggers, Romine,
Cooper, Martz. Nays: No one.
